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successful working in the 

United States.  But they 

knew God had called them 

to give of themselves to go 

to serve on the mission 

field in the Philippines.  

One day back in 2001, they 

were kidnapped by Islamic 

terrorists and held in cap-

tivity for 376 days.  In the 

effort to rescue them, Mar-

tin was killed, but Gracia 

survived and now shares 

her story around the world.  

Gracia’s sacrifice included 

leaving family and friends 

to serve the Lord in a for-

eign land – and the loss of 

her beloved husband.  

They gave of themselves 

so that others may live in 

heaven forever. 

 

I Samuel 15:22 says, “To 

obey is better than sacri-

Building A Life of Sacri-

fice will be my message 

topic for the next few Sun-

days.  Romans 12:1 tells 

us to “… offer our bodies 

as living sacrifices, holy 

and pleasing to God—this 

is our spiritual act of wor-

ship.”  To sacrifice means 

to go above and beyond 

our comfort zone – to give 

beyond what is just con-

venient for us.  In Old Tes-

tament times, most sacri-

fices were that of dead 

animals.  God’s Word tells 

us to be a living sacrifice – 

living for Him in daily 

obedience with a humble 

heart. 

 

Martin and Gracia Burn-

ham lived this kind of life.  

Both were well educated 

and could have been very 

fice” and Psalm 51:16-17 

says, “You do not delight 

in sacrifice, or I would 

bring it; you do not take 

pleasure in burnt offer-

ings. The sacrifices of 

God are a broken spirit; a 

broken and contrite heart, 

O God, you will not de-

spise.” God wants our 

hearts – our obedience – 

with humility.  We are to 

offer ourselves as living 

sacrifices.  The only prob-

lem with a living sacrifice 

is that we tend to jump off 

the altar!
