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words of my mouth and the

Again, the 

Psalmist writes in Psalm 

104:34, “May my medita-

tion be pleasing to Him, as 

I rejoice in the LORD.” 

God desires for us to medi-

tate (think) on good and 

godly things.  Proverbs 

15:26 “The LORD detests 

the thoughts of the wicked, 

but those of the pure are 

pleasing to Him.” 

 

There is no greater privi-

lege than knowing God 

and pleasing Him.  Prov-

erbs 16:7 says, “When a 

man’s ways are pleasing to 

the LORD, He makes even 

Happy New Year!  Here is 

my prayer for you in 2010:
