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coming time in which 
God will judge the world.  
He validates this claim 
by reminding them of the 
historical fact of the res-
urrection. 
I want you to notice that 
there were three re-
sponses of the men of 
Rome to Paulôs mes-
sage.  These are the 
same three ways that 
people respond today. 
First, some sneered.  
Their hearts were hard-
ened, their minds were 
closed, and they could 
not hear and respond to 
the Good News.  Sec-
ondly, some said, ñWe 
want to hear you lateréò  
They were intrigued, but 
didnôt want to deal with 
the sin in their lives until 

Acts 17:30 -34 says, ñHe 
[God] commands all 
people everywhere to 
repent. For He has set a 
day when He will judge 
the world with justice by 
the Man He has ap-
pointed. He has given 
proof of this to all men 
by raising Him from the 
dead.ò When they heard 
about the resurrection of 
the dead, some of them 
sneered, but others said, 
ñWe want to hear you 
again on this subject. A 
few men became follow-
ers of Paul and be-
lieved.ò 
The Apostle Paul is 
speaking to the men of 
Rome at the Aeropagus 
about repentance.  He 
rightly warns them of a 

a later time.  Finally, a 
few became followers of 
Jesus Christ.  They re-
pented of their sin and 
turned to Jesus as Sav-
ior and Lord. 
How do you respond 
when asked to repent of 
your sins?  Do you 
sneer at the thought?  
Or do you procrastinate 
and say that youôll get 
around to it another 
time?  Or do you deny 
yourself, take up your 
cross daily and follow 
Him? 
Living for Jesus is the 
only way to find true ful-
fillment, purpose and 
meaning in life.  Donôt 
waste another day!  
I love you brothers and
