Christ Jesus, who 

diedðmore than that, who 

was raised to lifeðis at the 

right hand of God and is 

also interceding for us.ò 

When Jesus intercedes for 

us, our enemy is defeated.  

I John 4:4 says, ñYou, 

dear children, are from 

God and have overcome 

them, because the One who 

is in you is greater than the 

one who is in the world.ò  

Jesus is the victor who has 

triumphed over sin, death, 

and the grave.  The Bible 

tells us in Revelation 

12:12, ñ[The devil] is filled 

with fury, because he 

knows that his time is 

short.ò 

On the night of Jesus last 

supper with His disciples, 

Jesus said to His disciple 

Peter, ñSimon, Simon, Sa-

tan has asked to sift you as 

wheat. But I have prayed 

for you, Simon, that your 

faith may not fail. And 

when you have turned 

back, strengthen your 

brothers.ò (Luke 22:31-

32).
