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First, spend time with the

Proverbs 27:17 

says, “As iron sharpens 

iron, so one man sharpens 

another.”  Find a Christian 

friend who will positively 

challenge you in your walk 

with the Lord. 

 

Thirdly, saturate yourself 

with God’s Word.  His
