Going back to the assignment 
that David talked about with 
the assignment where we had 
to describe ñWho God is to 
Usò.

I can 
go and you can call me on my 
cell phone trying to talk to me 
and I might not pick up, I might 
be sleeping, you might get my 
voicemail.  God doesnôt have a 

voicemail, Heôs always there 
for you, Heôll always pick up.  
Now, you may not get the an-
swer you want, but Heôs always 
there for you.  He is your all -
the-time, 365 or 366 day -a-year, 
24 hours -a-day, 7days -a-week, 
60 seconds in a minute, every 
single nanosecond, God is 
there for you.  I donôt know 
how you feel about that, but to 
me that is just absolutely 
amazing.  That little, insignifi-
cant me can be loved by the 
Creator of the World, Who 
holds everything and time in 
the balance of His Hand, and 
He chooses to love each and 
every one of us.  Itôs indescrib-
able.  I canôt explain it, but He 
does and He loves us, and He 
loves all of you.
