II Chronicles 7:13-

15 says, ñWhen I shut up 

the heavens so that there is 

no rain, or command lo-

custs to devour the land or 

send a plague among my 

people, if My people, who 

are called by My name, 

will humble themselves 

and pray and seek My face 

and turn from their wicked 

ways, then will I hear from 

heaven and will forgive 

their sin and will heal their 

land. Now My eyes will be 

open and My ears attentive 

to the prayers offered in 

this place.ò

sponse to this great tragedy 

and loss of life in Haiti?

ñHow to Hear God Speakò 

I.  Cultivate an open mind. 
ñ ...some seed fell along the path :  It was 
trampled on, and the birds of the air ate it 
up.ò  v 5 
ñThose along the path are those who 
hear, and then the devil comes along and 
takes away the word from their hearts, so 
they cannot believe and be saved.ò   v 12 
 

The hardened path represents a 
closed mind.   3 causes: 
 Pride 
 Fear 
 Bitterness 
ñGet rid of all moral filth and the evil that 
is so prevalent, and humbly accept the 
Word planted in you,  which can save 
you.ò  James 1:21 

II. Allocate time to listen. 
ñOther seed fell on shallow soil with rock 
beneath.  This seed began to grow but 
soon withered and died for lack of  
moisture.ò  v 6 

The shallow soil represents a  
superficial mind. 
 
III. Eliminate distractions. 
ñOther seed fell among thorns which 
grew up with it and choked the  
plants.ò  v 7 
ñThe seed that fell among thorns stands 
for those who hear, but as they go on 
their way,  they are choked by lifeôs  
worries, riches and pleasures, and they 
donôt mature.ò  v 14 

The soil with weeds represents a 
preoccupied mind. 
3 types of weeds:    
 Worry 
 Riches 
 Pleasure 

IV.  Cooperate with what God says. 
ñThe seed on good soil stands for those 
with a noble and good heart, who hear 
the word,  retain it  and by persevering 
produce  a crop.ò  v 15 
ñDo not merely listen to the word, and so 
deceive yourselves.  Do what it says!ò
