There are many 

shipping and customs ob-

stacles, but we remain con-

fident that God will make a 

way for the supplies to get 

to these people.  Currently, 

we have hired Mark Nor-

ton to coordinate this effort 

on behalf of our church. 

Once the team in Haiti has 

secured a storage location, 

we will begin our local 

project of filling two con-

tainers – one with food, the 

other with construction 

materials.  Chuck will pro-

stepped up to the plate to 

assist with our relief efforts 

in Haiti.  Last Sunday, 

approximately 40 people 

stayed after the service to 

hear about our plans to 

ship two containers of food 

and construction supplies 

to Haiti.  While the details 

of this effort still remain to 

be worked out, God is 

working out His plans to 

bring relief and aid to the 

churches and orphanage in 

Haiti.
