I.  HOW TO REQUEST GUIDANCE 
 
    1.  Believe God cares about the 
details. 
ñSo do not worry, saying, óWhat shall we 
eat...or drink...or wear?ô...your heavenly 
Father knows that you need them.ò  
Matthew 6:31 & 32  
 

    2.  Ask God a specific question. 
ñIf you want to know what God wants 
you to do, ask Him, and He will gladly tell 
you.ò  James 1:5 
 

    3.  Expect God to answer. 
ñ...God is always ready to give bountiful 
supply of wisdom to all who ask Him; He 
will not resent it.  But when you ask Him, 
be sure that you really expect Him to tell 
youéò    James 1:5b-6

ñ...and wait to see what the Lord will tell

ñBe still, and know that I am God.ò

need, and I wait for your answer.ò

    3.  Watch:  Let God give you a 
mental picture 
ñI will look to see what He will say to 
me.ò  Habakkuk 2:1 
 

    4.  Write:  Record the ideas you 
receive 
ñThe Lord gave me this answer, óWrite 
down clearly...what I reveal to you.ôò  
Habakkuk 2:2  
 

    5.  Worship:  Thank God for 
speaking to you

and I worship you in aweéò
